Magistrates Court on Wednesday last week (17 March) to breaching section 12(1) of
the Consumer Protection Act 1987 in that the adaptor failed to comply with the Plugs
and Sockets efc (Safety) Regulations 1994

CliIr Phill Bicknell, lead member for public protection, said: “This was a serious safety
issue — members of the public could have been injured by the adaptor and, as the court
recognised, Best Price 2 U Ltd, had no procedures in place to check whether the items
were safe or notand had no proper record or recollection of who had supplied the items
to it or when. At best their approach was slapdash — at worst it was negligent.
